“Our first 250 members came for the biggest, best ski experience in the Rockies with phenomenal 
terrain for every ability and no lift lines, the four million acres of protected wildlands that 
surround us, and the best fly fishing in America,” said Dolan. “This is a four season community, 
now recognized with a world class golf course. Our next 250 members will be golfers who love to 
ski.” 
  
With a prime location 
adjacent to Big Sky Resort, The Club at Spanish Peaks has access to more than 5,712 acres of 
terrain, the largest ski-able acreage in the country. Two private Spanish Peaks lifts provide access 
to ten private ski runs within the Club as well as direct access to vast terrain of Big Sky Ski Resort. 
A private concierge ensures members have a seamless skiing experience by arranging everything - 
from ski guides for the whole family to ski lessons for the kids. There are endless opportunities for 
year-round activities at The Club at Spanish Peaks.
